As spring emerges, many landowners think 

about getting pile burns done before they need 

a permit.  Please read all the advice on pile 

burns on the Wingecarribee Council website 

(search Backyard burning) and donôt forget to 

let your neighbours know and complete the 

online notification to the NSW RFS (Notify us of 

your planned burn - NSW Rural Fire Service) 

or we can be called out unnecessarily. Contact 

us if you need help with your pile burn.  For 

Fire Permits, from October 1, please contact 

Captain Col Munro 0421 568 754 or Senior 

Deputy Captain Mark Compton 0413 446 055. 

If you are going to keep a watch out for fires 

during the summer, remember óFires near Meô 

has been converted to óHazards near meô.  You 

will still be able to see fires near you but 

also   information provided from emergency 

services on:  

¶ bush fires 

¶ floods 

¶ tsunamis 

¶ advice on what to do to stay safe. 

The app also provides other warnings and 

activities in your area:  

¶ fire danger ratings  

¶ total fire bans  

¶ hazard reduction activities.  

The app can send you push notifications when 

there are new incidents or when information 

changes.  You will need to reset your watch 

zones on the new app if they donôt 

appear    automatically.  If you have any 

problems with this, come and talk to us on the 

Sunday 17.  

Item of Interest from the 1939 Fires on 

preparation and prevention:  The Sydney 

Morning Herald Monday 23 January 1939 p 

5  Letter to the Editor of the Herald.  

Sir-Much criticism has been expressed about 

the lack of bushfire organisation. As captain of 

the Penrose Bushfire Brigade I have no 

hesitation in stating that all the organisation in 

the country could not have stopped or 

controlled the devastating fire that swept 

through the State pine forest and destroyed 

Penrose. Had there been an adequate supply 

of water available something more might have 

been done towards saving the houses but with 

billows of flame sweeping through the tree-tops 

scores of feet into the air and with burning pine 

needles and billing fragments being carried 

overhead by the howling gale all firefighting 

organisation was rendered futile. 

Severe punishment of offenders who cause 

fires brings no satisfaction to those who suffer 

loss. Prevention should be aimed at in all 

times. This can be helped by the cutting down 

of dangerously close scrub and timber, while 

judicious burning-off at the right time will 

prevent the heavy accumulation of 

undergrowth that makes such ready fuel for the 

flames in dry seasons.  I am, etc,
